The purpose of homework in the school is to:- 
 

• Develop and effective partnership between the school and parents/guardians in pursuing 
the aims of the school 

• To consolidate and reinforce skills and understanding, particularly in literacy and numeracy 
• To utilise resources for learning of all kinds at home 
• To extend school learning 
• To encourage pupils as they get older to develop the confidence, resilience and self- 

discipline needed to study on their own, and prepare them for the requirements of 
secondary school 

 
Through this policy we aim to: 

• Ensure consistency of approach throughout the school 
• Ensure progression towards independence and individual responsibility 
• Ensure that the needs of the individual pupil are considered 
• Ensure that parents/guardians have a clear understanding of themselves and the pupils 
• Enhance the quality of the learning experience offered to pupils 
• Extend and support the learning experience via reinforcement and revision 
• Provide opportunities for parents, pupils and school to work in partnership 
• Provide opportunities for parents and pupils to work together to enjoy learning experiences 
• To encourage children to develop long term strategies for future needs 
• At Year 6, to prepare children for secondary transfer 

The purpose of homework changes as the children get older. For children in EYFS and Key Stage 1, 
developing a partnership with parents and involving them actively in children’s learning is the key 
purpose. As the children move into Key Stage 2, homework provides an opportunity for children to 
develop the skills of independent learning and this increasingly becomes its main purpose. It is 
important that children gradually get into the habit of regularly devoting periods of time, which may 
not be long, to studying on their own. 

 
We follow the recommended guidelines for homework time allocations and actively encourage 
participation in a range of social and extra-curricular activities. We also firmly believe that family 
time; whether it be relaxing at home, helping with cooking or cleaning or any kind of family activity 
outdoors, at home or within the church community, is vital to nurturing and developing child 
confidence, self-esteem and spirituality. This, we believe, provides the balance that children need 
to develop in mind, body and imagination. 
 
Homework tasks should: 

• Have a clear focus and time guidelines 
• Give plenty of opportunity for pupils to succeed 
• Help develop social as well as other skills when necessary 
• Be varied and not purely written assignments 
• Be manageable for teachers and parents 
• Be appropriately marked and returned to parents and children the following week
